The sweat
lodge on the
right is build
by Orlanthi
settlers in

Prax.
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Ladles for throwing water on the heated stones are
sacred to Vastazorind, and often richly decorated.
Followers of Vastazorind always carry one with
them.
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Typical Far Place sweat lodges have square timber $

structures and roofs of turf. Some of them are very
large, able to accommodate two score people.
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
